
Provide first aid, CPR
/ resuscitation as

necessary. 

Can the electrical
hazard be avoided,

eliminated or
controlled? 

Is there an electrical
hazard present? 

Can a rescue be
performed without
undue risk to the

rescuer(s) or others? 

Is the victim conscious
and responsive? 

Decision/
question 

Do you suspect a serious
neck, back, or other injury

that could be aggravated by
moving the victim? 

Do you find breathing
AND a pulse; AND 

can you rule out
suspension trauma? 

Take measures to
avoid, eliminate or
control the hazard. 

The utility system owner
must be contacted

directly or through 911 /
EMS. 

Communicate with the
victim to help determine an
appropriate rescue method. 

Action 

Climb to the victim
to further access

his/her condition. 

Perform Rescue. Give 2 
rescue breathes and bring the
victim to the ground as safely

and quickly as possible for
CPR / resuscitation, even at

the risk of aggravating other 
injuries. 

(1)Call 911 / EMS, or have another party
call and stay on the line until 911 / EMS

has all of the needed information.
(2)Contact your office or supervisor and

relay to them what has happened. 

Climb to the victim and gently 
secure the victim in place; make him/her 

as comfortable as possible. Wait with 
the victim in the tree for EMS to 

arrive, to receive further instructions.
